« In the upper right corner click “For Retailers”.

- Go to the menu on the left side of the page. Click
“Retailer Central”.

« Under “Retailer Central” Click on “Retailer Financials”.

« In the middle of the next screen click on
“Retailer Financials” again.

Now log in. Username is your 5-digit retailer number minus
the zero. For chains, it’s the 3-digit chain number minus the zero.

Retailers should contact their representative for their passcode.
Chains should contact their chain account representative for their passcode.

After logging in click on “Reports.”
. Click on the Financial reports tab on the left side of screen.

- Click on the 1099 Form.
- Select the year you need and click “submit” to print.

Terminal or ticket malfunction?
Here’s how to submit a Retailer

Adjustment Request online

Want to get your money back fast when you experience a
terminal malfunction or ticket problems? Go online to the
retailer portion of the Ohio Lottery website and get it done.

Beginning January 12, 2026, paper forms for Retailer
Adjustment Requests will no longer be accepted.

Processing takes about 24 to 48 hours from receipt during
weekday business hours.

Scan the QR code to find the required form and
supporting information.

Follow these steps when seeking an adjustment:
1. Fill out the form and include all required fields. The
date, time, and nature of the problem must be explained
in detail.

2. Ensure all tickets, ticket jams, promotional tickets, and
service report copies are attached to the request.

3. Reprints are required in the case of missing tickets and
ticket jams.

4. Adjustment requests must be received within one
business day of occurrence.
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Important:
Keep copies of all supporting information,

including misprinted tickets, reprints, service
reports, etc. until the adjustment is complete.

Requests will be automatically denied for the following:
- Operator error

+ Running out of paper
. Paper put in backwards (always do print test)
. Tickets not cancelled before pool closing

« Not taking reprints when terminal and printer
malfunctions occur (reprints must be made immediately
after paper jam has been cleared)

« Saleable tickets

« Failure to adhere to adjustment criteria or Mega Millions
no-cancellation policy

for Life tickets cannot be cancelled.

Retailer Spotlight:

Weaver’s

Gas & Oil,
Portsmouth

Celebrating 40 years on State Route 73 in Portsmouth, Weaver’s
Gas & Oil has been a longstanding supporter of the community
it calls home. Weaver’s has also been an Ohio Lottery retailer
since 1989, serving customers in and around Scioto County. The
business is run by second-generation owner, Dee Cox.

Community-minded, Dee’s family business provided free food
to customers when the community lost power a few years ago.
When they see a need they fill it, supporting local team sports
and hosting fundraisers for community members in need.

“You’ll never work for better people,” says Rhonda, the store’s
longtime manager.

Dee’s parents, John and Patty Weaver, first opened the gas,
convenience and fuel oil business in 1975. Growing up around
the store, she worked for a time as a clerk and later learned
how to manage the books from her mom.

As her life changed, Dee left and came back, and in 2005, she
and her husband Brian purchased the family business. They
currently have 21 employees, including a few with more than 16
years of service. Her manager Rhonda has worked at Weaver’s
for the past 23 years.

You can fill up, get a snack, and pick up lottery games at the
store. Dee also maintains the fuel business started by her father
on site, selling kerosene, diesel and fuel oil to individuals,
industrial plants, and local farmers.

Dee’s office door opens right into the retail shop, and you can
find her going between her office and the store floor each day.
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Weaver’s Gas & Oil is the engine that helps
keep residents and businesses running in
Portsmouth. “You’ll never work for better
people,” says Rhonda (right), a longtime
manager. “Weaver’s has been part of my life
since I've been a kid,” she says. “They are all
about family.” Owner Dee Cox (left).

“The Lottery is a big deal for people,” Dee says. “We have a lot
of repeat customers.”

Anything new, like the most recent holiday scratch-offs, is
popular with a large segment of customers; another group of
customers love Lottery staples, like the Cashword games. And
for players of draw games, she enjoys hearing how they choose
their numbers.

“It’s kind of fun to watch,” she says.

There was a lot of excitement at the store a few years ago when
a regular customer won a $418,000 Rolling Cash 5 jackpot.

“He came to my office and was white as a sheet,” Dee says. “He
said ‘I think | won.” He purchased a new fishing boat sometime
after that and still patronizes the store today.

As a top-selling retailer, the store was recommended to join the
Ohio Lottery’s Super Retailer network in 2021. She was honored
to be asked.

She says that customers who come to cash their winning tickets
are generally joyful when they win, and she enjoys hearing their

stories.

“It’s been kind of fun to see,” she says.

In early November, the team donated nearly 1,000 pounds of food
to the Akron Canton Regional Food Bank. The food will help to
provide 777 meals for hungry Ohioans.

Last June, the show teamed up with the Second Harvest Food
